Krishna’s sportive stealing of butter is nothing but the Lord
taking what is due to Him, like children buying gifts for par-
ents with money provided by the adults. 

What do Yasoda’s attempts to tie Krishna with a rope that
was always just a little short signify? Mere devotion without
knowledge does not always lead to God awareness. Again the
abiding love of God can be experienced only when the ego is
mastered. Duryodana invited the Lord to visit his palace but
the humble Vidhura’s entreaty to the Lord was the more suc-
cessful appeal.

Private sector in industry
The Federation of Indian Chambers of
Commerce and Industry, at its twenty-
seventh annual session in New Delhi on
March 7, adopted a resolution on unem-
ployment and economic development.
The resolution appreciated what had
been done by the Government for indus-
trial and general economic development
of the country but felt that the rate of
progress was disappointing. It expressed
alarm at the growing
unemployment situa-
tion, particularly
among the educated
classes. 
Stressing the impor-
tance of the role of pri-
vate sector in industry,
the resolution ap-
pealed to the Government to promote its
free operation. The resolution suggested
measures for simplification of the admin-
istrative machinery for creating a proper
climate in which private enterprise and
initiative may freely function and called
upon the Government to remove the un-
necessary hindrances and barriers, which
stood in the way of its free operation. 
Mr. G.D. Birla, who moved the resolution,
said it was couched in general language.
The businessmen and industrialists
should have been more specific and
should have told the Government what
exactly they wanted.

Pak. PM’s hope
The Pakistan Prime Minister, Mr. Mo-
hammed Ali, said in Karachi on March 7
that he hoped to meet India’s Prime Min-
ister, Mr. Nehru, by the end of this month.
Mr. Mohammed Ali, who was speaking to
pressmen on his return from Dacca, said:
“I wish I could meet him earlier because

there are lots of points that need clar-
ification.” 
Mr. Ali was asked whether Pakistan would
press for an early solution of the Kashmir
tangle in view of the latest statements of
Mr. Nehru on Indo-Pakistan relations. He
replied: “It might become necessary later,
but not at this stage.” 

Nasser replaces Naguib
Lt.-Col. Gamal Abdel Nasser, Egyptian
Premier, became Military Governor of

Egypt in place of Pres-
ident Naguib on
March 7. He is invest-
ed with special pow-
ers under martial law,
which has been in
force since the Cairo
riots of January 25,
1952. President Na-

guib became Military Governor in Sep-
tember 1952, shortly after assuming the
Premiership. 
The title was held by successive Premiers
after the coup d’etat which swept away
King Farouk. Martial law, imposed in Ja-
nuary 1952, is due to be abolished before
elections are held in June or July. 

Basu released
Mr. Jyoti Basu, leader of the Communist
group in West Bengal Legislative Assemb-
ly, and 55 others, arrested under the Pre-
ventive Detention Act in connection with
the teachers’ movement in February,
were released on March 
The released persons included Miss Ma-
nikuntala Sen, another Communist MLA.
The State Government issued orders for
their release on March 6. 
A press note said that the decision was
taken in view of the improvement in the
political situation.

Perquisites includes fringe benefi ts
Apart from traditionally known perquisites (concessional 
accommodation etc.) CBDT has prescribed (from 1-10-2001) 
concessional loans; holiday facilities, free meals, gift vouchers, 
credit card/ club facilities; use of asset of employer, transfer of 
movable asset, stock option or any other benefi t or amenity to 
the employee as fringe benefi ts coming within perquisites. Such 
perquisites provided to the members of the household of the 
employee are also to be included

Taxability of LTC and medical allowance
Leave travel concession without actual travel is taxable. Similarly, 
medical allowance not linked to actual expenditure is taxable.

Deduction u/s 80DDB can not be considered for TDS
From F.Y. 2003-04, the person paying salary can not consider 
deduction u/s 80DDB. The employee can claim it by fi ling income 
tax return. Kindly refer CBDT’s Circular no. 9 of 2003 dated 18-
11-2003 for details.

Deduction on all donations u/s 80G can not be 
considered for TDS
Person paying salary can only consider donations to certain 
specifi ed funds for deduction u/s 80G. These funds have been 
specifi ed in CBDT’s Circular no. 9 of 2003 dated 18-11-2003
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
